 The (only) response to our hollow rib cum honeycomb construction was so far beyond the point that it would have taken a thousand words to counteract the wrong assumptions. We thus refused the invitation from the design forum to reply. If an expert like Herman did not grasp the letter and drawing, how can the average public? 
We are used to the concept, not realizing our simple explanations are insufficient and unaware that other people need more information. However, as they say: one picture is worth a thousand words, we now include a thumbnail showing the correct building sequence that may enlighten our previous letter (which still applies). 
Weight savings on a 20 ft yacht, either with foam or with our mono-medium (GRP) honeycomb is so minimal that the expected limited demand does not justify the effort and/or the cost of making hollow ribs moulds.
 For ‘trying-out’, our 30 ft seems the best alternative. Making the 30 ft hull over a skeleton of stations and stringers ‘sheathed’ with narrow ‘vertical’ strips of ‘Masonite’ and the joints sealed with tape or hand laid GRP strips opens the vacuum infusion as one of the (many) options to put the skin on.
P.S. the thumbnail is our 30 ft (well underway with making moulds for the hollow ribs)
