Estimated Statistics

The government of Indonesia has ships and facilities at its disposal.  Notably, there are several landing craft that are regularly kept moored near Jakarta.

About 400 trawlers and purse seiners, 15m to 20m, operate from the port of Kentang, Thailand (60 miles south of  Phuket, about 180 miles away from North Sumatra).  In Penang there are about 6000 small inshore fishing boats length between 21 and 26 feet powered by outboard motors.  Penang has also about 200 - 300 fishing trawlers.

There are many boats available for hire or purchase in the Thailand/West Malaysia/Singapore region.

There are about 250 -300 yachts in the area in and around Phuket and Langkawi.  These boats are owned by US, Australian, & European yachtsmen.  Some are catamarans.  Some of them could be mobilized for an aid mission.

Analysis

Indonesia has the design and technical capability to build small fishing vessels in big numbers in a short time.  They have their own shipbuilding university and politechnicum (and an operating towing tank) in Surabaya.  Their graduates have an acceptable standard.  What is needed is the political decision to build such boats and distribute them. 

Indonesia’s political decision process is long and complicated.  If we can find constructive ways to encourage Indonesia, we can help Indonesia help itself.

Ideas / Proposals

Fishing boats from Kentang (see Estimated Statistics) could be hired, filled with rice, and sent to Sumatra.  After delivering the rice they could start fishing and land the fish on the beaches with their skiffs.  The fish could be eaten fresh, dried or smoked. 

 

It may be that some of these trawlers have fished Indonesian waters in the past, with or without the consensus of Indonesian officials.  Much of their catch is canned in Kentang.  The canning factory is jointly owned by Japanese and Thai business interests, and they have a ship equipped to refuel fishing trawlers at sea.  With the participation of the Japanese government, the partners could be persuaded to utilize their resources for humanitarian aid.
