Estimating in man hours the construction of the entire boat.

Supervising caulking and splining. Personally the construction and alignment of the rudder, bearings, steering gear, wheel and tiller – 12 men.  Personally boring and fastening stern tube and A- bracket
Designing and making wooden patterns for bronze casting for log and prop shaft A- bracket and rudder heel bearing. Placing and fastening of dog house, skylights, hatches, mast, windlasses, batteries, generator, engine. Supervising the position, drilling and fastening of the 2 piece, 70 ton lead keel. Pre -measuring and ordering all centre line and keel bolts in bronze.
Setting up the old interior on scaffolding and teaching house joiners and steel workers how to work as yacht joiners and yacht platers; teaching them, sheer, inclination, camber, waterlines, buttock and bow lines, centrelines, compound curves, pattern making rods, lofting, watertightness and structural design.
Personally restoring most of the saloon furniture , including glass fronted doors and sheer angled writing desk and positioning all internal furniture and old bulkheads , since all the old interior arrived in a container I had to put the jigsaw puzzle together.
     Also teaching 8 people how to restore the tender Alice and copying all  bronze parts for a    replica.
